Dayton, Ohio and brother of Lon Bone, Mrs. Davié& and Mrs. Isaac Wagoner, near Wheeling, was
found in bed at his sleeping apartment at an danly Thursday morning of last week. He was affticte
with heart disease and it is supposed he wasyattiicked. Apparently the struggle was brief aedth
almost instantaneous.

Mr. Bone was an early riser and very precise irhlisits and conduct. He was usually the first &zhethe
clerk's office at morning and when he failed tavarat 7:00 that morning the officials realized sthing
was wrong. An investigation was made and the stgrtliscovery made when they entered his room. Dr.

Mr. Bone was 64 years of age and was well knowo\adt Carroll County where he resided for about 20
years.

He participatedniany
battles and served until Sept. 23, 1864, when feenmstered out at Indianapolis. After the War helisd
dentistry and graduated from dental school.
